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Eight Characteristics 
of Life  and Faith
For United Methodist Christians in Minnesota

As Christians in the United Methodist Church, who do we want 
to be? We come from many different experiences even in the Unit-

ed Methodist Church. Some of us are originally from other denomina-
tions and some of us are new to the church. We need a vision of what 
we want to be as United Methodists in Minnesota.

Here is our vision, described in eight characteristics for United Method-
ist Christians in Minnesota.

1.	 A personal, passionate faith
2.	 Holy, healthy habits
3.	 Gifts, a calling, and generosity
4.	 Church as a community of disciples
5.	 An evangelistic heart
6.	 Healthy personal relationships
7.	 Lifelong learner
8.	 Love for all God’s people

These eight characteristics are adapted from the eight characteristics 
that the annual conference’s district committees and Board of Ordained 
Ministry use for assessing clergy leadership. We need clergy leaders to 
exemplify these characteristics because we want them to lead, inspire, 
and empower laity who are “moving on to perfection” in each of these 
characteristics. We want all United Methodist Christians—laity and 
clergy—to demonstrate, exemplify, and live out all of these characteris-
tics of life and faith. These characteristics can be the basis for reflection 
and conversation in small groups about how to live a Christian life 
today.

The Minnesota Annual Conference has two Gospel Imperatives: reach 
new people and cultivate spiritual vitality. They are based on the Great 
Commandments and the Great Commission: to love the Lord our 
God with all our heart, mind, soul, and strength and our neighbor as 
ourselves (the two Great Commandments) and to make disciples of 
Jesus Christ (the Great Commission). These Gospel Imperatives are our 
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simple way of reminding us all how to be a disciple of Jesus Christ and 
how to invite, shape, and send others as disciples out into the world to 
make a difference.

This reflection on the Eight Characteristics of United Methodist 
Christians in Minnesota is meant to help individuals take responsibility 
for one’s own faith. People ask how their churches can be more vital. 
The answer is that unless we have spiritually vital Christians, it is impos-
sible to have spiritually vital churches! Likewise, how can we reach new 
people with the gospel if we’re not all sharing our faith with others?

This self-assessment survey is a snapshot of where you are in your faith 
and life right now. None of us is an “uber-Christian,” but from day 
to day we are all seeking to grow more Christlike. The purpose of this 
guide is to help you engage in conversation with others, set some goals, 
and help each other keep them as you grow in faith.

A working definition: Sustains one’s own spiritual vitality in life and 
service by having an individual plan for regular spiritual growth, includ-
ing Bible study and prayer, and keeping the three simple rules (do no 
harm, do good, and stay in love with God); practices good self-care in 
body, mind, and spirit.

A working definition: Has a clear sense of purpose in life; seeks to live 
as a principled Christian in the church and world; uses one’s gifts to 
build up the body of Christ and make the world a better place; shares 
one’s knowledge, experience, and resources with others to share the 
faith.

“In this way we are like the various parts of a human body. Each part 
gets its meaning from the body as a whole, not the other way around. 
The body we’re talking about is Christ’s body of chosen people. Each 
of us finds our meaning and function as as part of his body. But as 
a chopped-off finger or cut-off toe we wouldn’t amount to much, 
would we? So since we find ourselves fashioned into all these excel-
lently formed and marvelously functioning parts of Christ’s body, let’s 
just go ahead and be what we were made to be, without enviously or 
pridefully comparing ourselves with each other, or trying to be some-
thing we aren’t. If you preach, just preach God’s Message, nothing 
else; if you help, just help, don’t take over; if you teach, stick to your 
teaching; if you give encouraging guidance, be careful that you don’t 
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get bossy; if you’re put in charge, don’t manipulate; if you’re called 
to give aid to people in distress, keep your eyes open and be quick to 
respond; if you work with the disadvantaged, don’t let yourself get 
irritated with them or depressed by them. Keep a smile on your face.”

A working definition: Loves people and passionately desires to see lives 
transformed through a relationship with Jesus Christ by sharing one’s 
faith with others; desires that one’s congregation be reaching the least, 
lost, and left out.

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Read Matthew 9:35–10:1, 5–10 (MSG)
“Then Jesus made a circuit of all the towns and villages. He taught 
in their meeting places, reported kingdom news, and healed their 
diseased bodies, healed their bruised and hurt lives. When he looked 
out over the crowds, his heart broke. So confused and aimless they 
were, like sheep with no shepherd. ‘What a huge harvest!’ he said to 
his disciples. ‘How few workers! On your knees and pray for harvest 
hands!’ The prayer was no sooner prayed than it was answered. . . . 
Jesus sent his twelve harvest hands out with this charge: ‘Don’t begin 
by traveling to some far-off place to convert unbelievers. And don’t 
try to be dramatic by tackling some public enemy. Go to the lost, 
confused people right here in the neighborhood. Tell them that the 
kingdom is here. Bring health to the sick. Raise the dead. Touch the 
untouchables. Kick out the demons. You have been treated generous-
ly, so live generously. Don’t think you have to put on a fund-raising 
campaign before you start. You don’t need a lot of equipment. You are 
the equipment, and all you need to keep that going is three meals a 
day. Travel light.’”

In The Book of Discipline, 2008, “witness” was added to the vows of 
membership: “to faithfully participate in (the church’s) ministries by 
their prayers, their presence, their gifts, their service, and their witness.” 
(¶217.6)

“Every layperson is called to carry out the Great Commission (Mat-
thew 28:18–20); every layperson is called to be missional. The witness 
of the laity, their Christ-like examples of everyday living as well as the 
sharing of their faith experiences of the Gospel, is the primary evange-
listic ministry through which all people will come to know Christ and 
The United Methodist church will fulfill its mission.” (¶126)

“The people of God, who are the church made visible in the world, 
must convince the world of the reality of the gospel or leave it uncon-
vinced. There can be no evasion or delegation of this responsibility; 
the church is either faithful as a witnessing and serving community, 
or it loses its vitality and its impact on an unbelieving world.” (¶129)

Healthy personal relationships6.	

A working definition: Demonstrates the ability to forgive and works 
at being gracious toward everyone, from the driver in the next car to 
one’s closest relationships to the people at church; doesn’t insist on one’s 
own way but seeks the common good for family, church, community, 
etc.; able to negotiate conflict; exemplifies authenticity and can laugh at 
oneself and smile at one’s neighbor.

“I’m telling you to love your enemies. Let them bring out the best in 
you, not the worst. When someone gives you a hard time, respond 
with the energies of prayer, for then you are working out of your true 
selves, your God-created selves. This is what God does. . . . If all you 
do is love the lovable, do you expect a bonus? Anybody can do that. If 
you simply say hello to those who greet you, do you expect a medal? 
Any run-of-the-mill sinner does that. In a world, what I’m saying is, 
Grow up. You’re kingdom subjects. Now live like it. Live out your 
God-created identity. Live generously and graciously toward others, 
the way God lives toward you.”

Read Romans 14:1ff., 10–11 (MSG)
“Welcome with open arms fellow believers who don’t see things the 
way you do. And don’t jump all over them every time they do or say 
something you don’t agree with—even when it seems that they are 
strong on opinions but weak in the faith department. Remember, 
they have their own history to deal with. Treat them gently . . . so 
where does that leave you when you criticize a brother? And where 
does that leave you when you condescend to a sister? I’d say it leaves 
you looking pretty silly—or worse. Eventually, we’re all going to end 
up kneeling side by side in the place of judgment, facing God. Your 
critical and condescending ways aren’t going to improve your position 
there one bit.”

“Faithful discipleship includes the obligation to participate in the 
corporate life of the congregation with fellow members of the body 
of Christ. A member is bound in sacred covenant to shoulder the 
burdens, share the risks, and celebrate the joys of fellow members. A

conflict in the spirit of forgiveness and reconciliation.” (¶219)
