Concerned about the struggles of
young women to obtain an education
in the early 1900's, Emma (Hayes)
Norton in 1921 gave a gift of $25,000
in stocks and bonds to the Women's
Home Missionary Society with the
stipulation that it was to remain intact
and that half of the interest be used for
scholarships for young women going
into full-time Christian vocations. The
stock account has grown, fund admin-
istration has changed, and hundreds of
scholarships have been awarded.

Scholarships last year were awarded
to Barbara Hegfors, Beth Mueller, and
Erica Sigauke.

It is through the foresight of Emma
Norton, and the establishment of the
Emma Norton Designated Scholarship
Fund, that once again, women with
a degree and studying to enter full-
time Christian vocations can apply for
scholarships. All completed applica-
tions received by June 15, 2009 will
be considered. Previous recipients are
eligible to apply again. The fund is
currently administered by a committee
of the Minnesota Conference United
Methodist Women. Application forms
are available by contacting Mary Malo-
ney at 83633 380th Street, Lewisville,
MN 56060 mndmalon@frontiernet.
